« We own and operate the gas National Transmission System in Great Britain, with day-to-day responsibility for balancing supply and demand. Our
network comprises approximately 7,660 kilometres (4, 760 miles) of high-pressure pipe and 615 above-ground installations.

» As Great Britain's System Operator (50) we make sure gas and electricity 1s transported safely and efficiently from where it 1s produced to where it 15
consumed. From Apnl 2019, Electnicity System Operator (ESQ) 1s a new standalone business within National Grid, legally separate from all other parts
of the National Gnd Group. This will provide the night environment to deliver a balanced and impartial ESO that can realise real benefits for consumers
as we transition to a more decentralised, decarbonised electncity system.

o Other UK actrvities mainly relate to businesses operating in competitive markets outside of our core regulated businesses; including interconnectors,
gas metering activities and a ligquefied natural gas (LNG) importation terminal — all of which are now part of National Gnid Ventures. National GGrid
FProperty 1s responsible for the management, clean-up and disposal of surplus sites in the UK. Most of these are former gas works.
